o Engaging and strengthening relationships with alumni,
donors, friends of the University and their children.

e Exposing children to different career possibilities.

e Showcasing MSU, its faculty and facilities.

e Encouraging future participation with the University.

Description

Grandparents University is a three-day educational experi-
ence on the MSU campus designed for grandparents (or
other adults) and grandchildren (ages 8-12) to spend time
together while sampling college life. Grandparents U par-
ticipants live in a residence hall, attend 4 classes across
campus, and sample the many highlights of MSU. Grand-
parents and their grandchildren attend programs together,
customizing their experience by selecting classes that fit
their family interests. Over the course of the program, they
share hands-on learning activities led by world-class MSU
faculty and staff members, and create lasting memories in
a fun, educational environment.

Outcomes

o 59.7% of the 2012 Participants rated their experience
as excellent. 35% as very good. Grandparents Uni-
versity has participant, faculty and volunteer feedback
from surveys over a multi-year period.

e Over 100 faculty, students and staff participate each
year.

o 85 different daytime class sessions and 17 evening
activities offered.

e Grandparents University 2012 was organized and
supported by the alumni relations officers of the MSU
colleges of Agriculture and Natural Resources, Arts
and Letters, Communication Arts and Sciences, Edu-
cation, Engineering, Music, and Social Science; the

Eli Broad College of Business; The Graduate School;
Honors College; Lyman Briggs College; the School of
Packaging Alumni Association; the Residential Col-
lege in the Arts and Humanities; MSU Extension 4-H
Youth Development; Community Music School and
the MSU Alumni Association. Physical Plant, Wharton
Center, Residential, Hospitality Services and Class
Room Scheduling among others, also played an im-
portant part of the success of this program

e Program began in 2006 as joint effort between the
Colleges of Agriculture and Natural Resources and
Natural Sciences.

Additional Significant Information

e Grandparents University at MSU has received Na-
tional coverage in USA Today and statewide coverage
through the Detroit Free Press.

e Grandparents University programs at University of
North Texas and West Chester University were
brought to their institutions by MSU alumni who are
now faculty members at these institutions.

e Grandparents University programming staff has con-
sulted with Central Michigan University, Albion Col-
lege, Saginaw Valley State University, Grand Valley
State University, Kansas State University, University
of Minnesota, University of Montana among others to
help them coordinate their own programs.
