History 
Lansing Future DOcs is the newest addition to MSU’s 
College of Osteopathic Medicine (MSUCOM) pre-college 
programs. Beginning in 2014, the program was created 
to encourage, prepare and foster the health career 
interests of disadvantaged high school students in 
Lansing. 

Description 
The  Future  DOcs  program  includes  enrichment  activities  
held  on  Saturdays  at  MSUCOM’s  medical  college  and 
Sparrow  Hospital  over an  eight-week period.   The  
participants  experience  the  following:  

  Introduction  to  medical  related  academic  

curriculum (anatomy,  medical  research  project,  

etc.)  

  Extracurricular activities  (team building  and  

mentoring  opportunities)  

  Experiential  learning  (clinical  skills, osteopathic  

manipulative  medicine,  emergency department  

tour and  morgue  overview)  
 

MSUCOM faculty  and  staff,  Sparrow  DO’s  and  staff  
teach  all  sessions  and current  medical  students  mentor 

participants.
